national policy.

HQ on the matter? 

Yes 

The relationship between a state 

directive or policy and the national 

policy would depend on St John’s 

internal organisational and 

corporate arrangements and I 

cannot comment on them; but given 

this is very much a matter of state 

law a prudent person would comply 

with the state policy at least until 

they obtained confirmation.  

Yes 

Then presumably the National Policy 

applies and Advanced Responders 

can use Panadol elixir UNLESS, there 

is some other state rule that says, in 

effect, only items on this order form 

may be carried and used; in which 

case see 

Has a senior officer directed that the 

drug not be used? 

No 

The authority of that officer, and the 

obligation to abide by that direction, 

would all depend on St John’s 

internal and organisational rules 

upon which I cannot comment.
